Dr. Earle will discuss her newest book, The World Is Blue:
How Our Fate And The Ocean’s Are One, as the 14th Annual Wege
Foundation Speaker. Even the title of her talk confirms her as
the lecturer of choice for Peter M. Wege. Dr. Earle will talk
on, “Without Blue, There is No Green.” Wege 1s famous for
unifying Michigan and State fans by telling people to “Go Blue,
Think Green.” Wege’s philosophy of Economicology is aptly
summarized by a line in Dr. Earle’s new book (quoting former
Colorado Senator Timothy Wirth) “The economy is a wholly
owned subsidiary of the environment.”

Dr. Earle, honored by Time Magazine as its first Hero for the
Planet, documents the damage we have done to the oceans over
the last century.

But like the man who founded the Wege Lectures in
1996, Dr. Earle has hope for the future. Peter M. Wege’s new
book, ECONOMICOLOGY II, also focuses on the positive. But
